I am requesting to move a non-conforming 18' x 22' one bedroom cabin that sits 20' from the Dam Lake shore line back 60'. By moving the cabin, this will then place the cabin 80' from the shore line and 30' beyond the 50' impact zone. 

Prior to moving the cabin, I'll be removing both an 8' x 10' outhouse/shed and a 10' x 12' shed where a portion of the proposed cabin with addition and septic tanks will be placed.

Upon moving the cabin I plan to include an 8' x 18' addition. The addition would include; an entryway and bathroom to the east end of the cabin with an electric ejection pump station under the floor of the addition to the proposed septic holding tanks included in this application.

In addition to moving and adding the addition to the cabin, I plan to build and attach to the cabin a 24' x 32' two story garage with living space on the second floor. Along with expanding the driveway parking area 15' x 30' to the east of the garage
FIMA has declared the property is designated flood plain per the below data:

FIMA requires the proposed cabin move/addition & garage are required to be a minimum of 1-foot above the Regulatory Flood Protection Elevation (RFPE). Per the above FIMA data and attached independent elevation survey the existing elevation of the property is .3' (4") below the 100 yr. mark thus requiring fill to be brought in to raise the lowest floor of the cabin & garage 1.3' (16") to meet the one foot (12") above the 100 yr. mark. FIMA also requires a minimum of 15' of run off slope from all sides of the structure. Or flood proof the Cabin/Garage. Flood proofing the Cabin/Garage would significantly reduce the wetland impact by not requiring the 15' of slope to all sides of the structure.
The additional structure (#2) on the property will be converted from living quarters to a recreation room, remote office and grandchildren's TV/play room.
